After a footprint of over 250 years in the United States, much of legislative actions, judicial decisions, and
executive orders designed to improve outcomes for Freedmen descendants have been maldistributed to
others, weakened, and/or have fallen out of favor by pressures from new and longstanding forces of resistance.
The diligence of volunteers with expertise in the legislative, judicial, and executive branches of government at
federal, state, and local levels will help achieve tangible equity for the American Freedmen by regular
offensive/defensive action. We are inviting regular folk and committed professionals with experience in the
field of advocacy to join a brain trust that 1). creates action plans rooted in existing judicial/legislative/executive
precedents and 2). executes those plans, with fidelity and effectiveness.
